TR Schiaol Policies and Pricing

Each lesson is 90 minutes duration which includes 10 minutes lecture and 80 minutes of
practice time.

Car rental for Road Test, $ 80 payable for 1 hour.

Fee on each 90 minutes practical driving class is $ 100 payable at the start of each class
One-hour driving lesson fee is $ 75.

Platinum package is 20 sessions of 90 minutes is priced at $ 1800.

Gold package is 15 sessions of 90 minutes is priced at $ 1425.

Silver package is 10 sessions of 90 minutes is priced at $ 950.

With the approval of the instructor, students may use the school vehicle for the road test
for an extra fee of $ 280 paid in advance which includes 90 minutes warm up/practice
before the road test. If you wish to cancel the use of driving school vehicle booked, please
notify us 72 Hours in advance otherwise $50 cancellation fee will apply.

Rental car for class 4R road test only (No providing any class 4 training) $150

We offer one-on-one training however one other person may be in vehicle for
observation purposes plus $30 fee.

Students must give the school a minimum of 24 hours’ notice if cancelling a lesson to
avoid being charged (for the lesson or $50 late cancellation fee).

We do not offer refunds for lessons already completed.

Road test booking fee is $75 once booked fee is applied, non-refundable. You must
notify driving school 72 hours in advance for cancellation. Failure to do so may result to
ICBC Road Test booking fee at the driver student's expense.

Respect between student and instructor must be always observed. Assault, verbal abuse,
and other inappropriate behavior are not tolerated. If these would occur, driving school
has the right to discontinue the service and no refund of driving lesson paid will be made.

In the event that the student will not follow the road safety rules, at any time the
instructor has the right to terminate the on-going class and the training fee must be paid
in full and not refundable.
